MISSION RWANDA  After nine months in Rwanda, Mary Craig's daughter and son-in-law, Bronwen and Gavin Ryalls, are home for the summer and will return  in August after fund-raising  and planning the next stage of their work.  They have initiated several  projects which are now thriving and under local management in their absence.

Bronwen has been working at Kinamba school in Kigali where she plays games with the nursery children (very important in an intense teaching environment) and helps to teach English.  The school is also home to an adult literacy class and a cooperative of widows making craft-work so she plans to take a Teaching -English-as-a-Foreign-Language course before she returns to Rwanda. Her Street Children Project now provides a home for twelve children who had previously lived on the streets as beggars.  They are now fed three meals a day and  attend local schools.

At the Conseil Protestant du Rwanda (CPR)  Gavin has run an accounts course for the treasurers of member churches and been asked to coordinate the finance function of CPR together with the Council's expenditure on poverty alleviation.  He has also been helping widows' groups start micro-businesses to provide them with a regular income.

Bronwen and Gavin, now in Edinburgh  recharging their batteries, are talking to local churches, including Canongate on 11 July,  and developing the fund-raising activities of  Mission Rwanda.
