MINISTER’S LETTER

In June 1910 the city of Edinburgh hosted what has been described as “one of the most defining gatherings in the entire history of Christianity”.  The 1910 World Missionary Conference in the Assembly Hall was a climactic event of the 19th century missionary movement, and facilitated greater unity amongst the various strands of Christian witness.  This year the first few days of June have seen another gathering in Edinburgh to mark the centenary, a conference similarly attended by delegates from all over the world anxious to find new ways to work together across denominational boundaries in this 21st century. 

Coming so soon after this year’s General Assembly of the Church of Scotland, the Edinburgh 2010 World Mission Conference is a very local reminder of the global Christian family of which we are a tiny part.  “Wait here in this city”, Jesus once told his disciples, “until you are armed with power from above”.  And from that city, duly armed with power from above, they went to all nations, and made them his disciples.  From this city too we are called to play our part in the worldwide mission of the Church – Let all the world in every corner sing, “My God and King!”
ST ANDREW’S JERUSALEM

A special concert in aid of the Society of Friends of St Andrew’s Jerusalem is to be held in Canongate Kirk on Sunday 13th June at 6pm.
