MINISTER’S LETTER 
During the course of my trip south in August I took the car through the Channel Tunnel for the first time.  I’d taken the train from London to Paris before, but had never driven via “le Shuttle” from Folkestone to Calais.  And it couldn’t have been easier.  35 minutes from one side of the Channel to the other.  So much quicker than the ferries and much smoother, whatever the weather up above.  Not such a good view from the windows obviously, but you can’t have everything!   
As you draw near to your destination a tape is played over the tannoy telling you what time it now is and which side of the road you need to drive on.  But as we came back into Folkestone the wrong tape was played and we were told quite distinctly – in English and in French - to put our watches forward an hour and to remember to drive on the right!  This could have caused a certain amount of confusion but mercifully nobody paid the slightest bit of attention and all was well. 

In Psalm 119 the Psalmist goes to great lengths to remind us of the dangers and distractions of all the confusing and sometimes contradictory advice that assails us day by day.  And to remind us that above all it is God’s Word that we should take to keep us safe and secure on the right path.  Teach me, Lord, the way of your statutes, and in keeping them to find my reward.  Give me the insight to obey your law and to keep it wholeheartedly.  Make me walk in the path of your commandments...
